Eligibility 
- All participants must be members in good standing of the BCTTA. 
- Seeding in the draws is based on the May Canadian ratings available at the time of the 

draw.   
- The Tournament Committee may estimate the rating of any unrated player at any time 

during the tournament and remove that player from any event for which such a rating 
would make the player ineligible. 

 
Format 
-  All events shall have preliminary round robin best 3 of 5 games to 11 points followed by 

single knockout. 
- Events with less than 4 entries may be cancelled or combined with another event on 

discretion of the tournament committee. 
 
Rules 
- Current ITTF Laws of Table Tennis will be in effect. 
- All rackets must be one side black and one side red with ITTF approved coverings. 
- Tie-breaks in round-robins will be decided by score of matches, games, points, only of 

those players involved in the tie. 
- Only shorts and T-shirts are allowed to be worn during matches unless consent is given 

by the tournament referee.  Color of playing shirt should not be white. 
- The tournament committee reserves the right to cancel any event or combine events due 

to insufficient entries. 
- Unpaid entries at the time of the DRAW will NOT be in included in the tournament. 
 
Umpiring   
- In general, players will be required to umpire their own matches.  Umpires will be 
provided for semi-finals & finals.
